Fair Housing Is the Law


We Do Business in Accordance With the Federal Fair

Housing Law

(The Fair Housing Amendments Act of 1988)
Federal and State Fair Housing laws make it illegal to discriminate in housing because of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, physical or mental handicaps, or family status (families with children). The law applies to the sale, rental and financing of residential housing. Apartments, houses, mobile homes and even vacant lots to be used for housing are covered by the Fair Housing Act. With a few exceptions, anyone who has control over residential property and real estate financing must obey the law. This includes rental managers, property owners, real estate agents, landlords, banks, developers, builders and individual homeowners who are selling or renting their property.

Fair Housing Complaints

Edgecombe County does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, sex, religion, national origin, handicap, or family status.  Any person wishing to request information on Fair Housing or to file a complaint of housing discrimination in Edgecombe County’s Housing or other programs may do so by informing:
