COUNT TWO: Being known as 724 Sutton Road, Rocky Mount, Edgecombe County, North Carolina, and more particularly described as follows: BEGINNING at a stake in the northern right of way line of Sutton Road (State Road No. 1157) said stake marking the southeast corner of the property conveyed to Waymon Percell Robinson and wife, Lou Hazel G. Robinson, by Woodrow Wilson Summerlin and wife, Maud Sybil S. Summerlin, by Deed dated July 2, 1971, and recorded in Book 783, Page 121, Edgecombe County Registry; thence along the northern right of way line of Sutton Road, South 81 degrees 28 minutes East 50 feet to a point, a corner with Shiloh Baptist Church; thence North 1 degree 12 minutes East 493.22 feet to a stake, a corner  with Shiloh Baptist Church in the line of old Lot 4 of the Chapman property; thence North 81 degrees 28 minutes West 100 feet to a stake in the line of old Lot 1 of the Chapman property; thence South 1 degree 12 minutes West 343.22 feet to a stake marking the northwest corner of the Waymon Percell Robinson, et ux, property; thence with the Robinson line South 81 degrees 28 minutes East 50 feet to a stake; thence continuing with the Robinson line, South 1 degree 12 minutes East 150 feet to the beginning, containing .96 of an acre and being a portion of old Lot 5 of the G. B. Chapman property as per survey and map by L.D. Harper dated July 10, 1915.  This being the identical property conveyed to Waymon Percell Robinson by deed recorded in Book 938, Page 433 of the Edgecombe County Registry.
LESS AND EXCEPT:  The BEGINNING POINT is located N 01 deg. 12' 00" W 399.22 feet from an existing iron pipe on Sutton Road - SR 1157, in accordance with a map hereinafter referred to.  Said point of beginning is a new common corner for property now or formerly owned by Rosetta P. Robinson.  From said point of beginning thence N 01 deg. 12' 00" W 94.00 feet to an existing iron pipe in the line of now or formerly Old Lot 4 of Chapman property; cornering, thence continuing N. 81 deg. 28' 00" W 100 feet to a new iron pipe, corner for property now or formerly known a Chapman Property Old Lot 1; cornering, thence S 01 deg. 12' 00" E 100 feet to a new iron pipe in the existing line of property formerly owned by Rosetta P.
