The Edgecombe County Health Department (HomeCare) has a vacancy for a half-time (20 hr. per week) 
Public Health Nurse I. This position is responsible for nurse coordination of the Community 
Alternatives Program, collaborating with CAP Supervisor and CAP Case Managers to complete 
assessments and provide nursing judgment and intervention.  Provides Case Management and/or 
Admission Nursing to Medicaid supply only patients.  Provide skilled nursing care prn to patients 
disabled with acute, chronic, or terminal illness in their homes.  Follow physician  orders, provide 
hands-on care, make sound nursing judgment in fast-paced, fee-for-service environment.  Provide 
appropriate care and justify care to patient’s pay source.  Some rotating on-call. 

 
Knowledge, Skills and Ability 
 
Considerable knowledge of applications of nursing theory, practices, principles and techniques 
employed in the field of public health and related programs; knowledge of and ability to apply the 
principles and practices of public health; knowledge of available resources and organizations and the 
ability to coordinate these as needed; general knowledge of current social and economic problems 
relating to public health. 
 
Ability to deal with others and to exercise good judgment in appraising situations and making decisions; 
ability to secure the cooperation of clients; to elicit needed information, and to maintain effective 
working relationships; ability to record accurately services rendered to interpret and explain records, and 
medical instructions. 
 
Minimum Training and Experience 
 
Graduation from a four year college or university with a BS in Nursing which includes public health 
nursing rotation; or graduation from an accredited school of nursing and one year experience. Current 
R.N. Licensure by NC Board of Nursing and NC Driver’s License.
